
Items:
1. Solo Song( English) 
2. Solo Song (Malayalam)
3. Group Song (Malayalam only)
4. Elocution (English)
5. Elocution (Malayalam) 
 *In addition to the above, Quiz Competitions will also be conducted. 
Level of competitions
Parish →Area →Regional →Diocese
Each competition shall be first conducted at Parish level. Winning candidates (first and second) at the parish level shall compete at area level. Winning candidates (first and second) at the area level shall compete at regional level. Winning candidates (First and second) at regional level shall compete at the diocese level.
Rules and Regulations:
At the Parish level, a subcommittee of the MMVS shall be formed for the smooth conduct of the competitions. The competition subcommittee shall consist of the Vicar, Trustee, Secretary and a competition coordinator and any other clergy if applicable. The competition coordinator may be appointed by the Vicar in consultation with the Secretary or elected from among the members of the MMVS executive committee. 
At the area level, competition coordinators from each parish along with area coordinator and regional secretary and if possible a priest from the area shall form the body for the smooth conduct of the competitions. 
At the regional level, area coordinators, regional secretary and diocese secretary and if possible, a priest from the region shall form the body for the smooth conduct the competitions. 
At the diocese level, regional secretaries, diocese secretary and the vice president priest shall form the body for the smooth conduct of the competitions. 
Solo song competitions
1. Solo Song (English) - only Christian devotional songs
2. Solo Song (Malayalam) - only Christian devotional songs
a. We shall have 2 groups for solo songs only. 
i. Group A   is 18-40 age women
ii. Group B    is age 41 and above.
b. Time (Maximum) 5 minutes
Rules for English and Malayalam Solo Songs:
i. The Song must be Non- Liturgical, which means Christian Devotional songs.
ii. The Maximum time limit for the solo song is five (5) minutes. If the song is more than 5 minutes, negative points will be deducted by each judge. 
iii. Six copies of the solo song must be brought by the participant for the judging purpose. If any judge does not get a copy of the song, the judge will not grade the participant. 
iv. For Malayalam solo song, the copies of the song must be provided in Malayalam 
v. Books or notes are NOT allowed to be used by the participants. 
vi. Evaluation will be done based on:
1. Presentation
2. Song Category & Pitch
3. Eye Contact
4. Memory & Accuracy
5. Quality of song
vii. Definitions of the evaluation criteria will be on the Grading sheet. It is also given below after the group song for information purposes. 
viii. Each evaluation criteria is worth a maximum of 5 points each. The total score is out of 25 points

Group song competitions (Malayalam only):
The group will have to select any one song from the three songs given below.
Songs for group songs: (in Malayalam only)
1. ‘Akhilam njan araanjittum….’ (Qurbana book page 174)
2. ‘Vazhvettabraham.. (first two stanzas Koodasa Kramam page 31)
3. ‘O Mariame njan …..  (Susrusha kramam page 109)
· A group is defined as consisting of two or more people.
· Time 5 minutes

Rules for Malayalam Group Song:
i. There is 5 minute time limit for the assigned Malayalam group songs.
ii. Books or notes are NOT allowed to be used in the competition. If books or notes are used by anyone in the group, then the group will not be graded for that event.
iii. Evaluation will be done based on:
1. Presentation
2. Song Category and Pitch
3. Eye Contact
4. Memory & Accuracy
5. Quality of song
iv. Definitions of the evaluation criteria will be on the Grading sheet.
v. The candidate must sing only the liturgical song assigned for each group and must sing exactly the same version of the group songs provided from the regional committee for the competition. No other songs or versions will be graded.
vi. A participating group must have a minimum of two (2) participants and there is no limit to the maximum number of participants in a group. 
vii. Each evaluation criteria is worth a maximum of 5 points each. The total score is out of 25 points.

Explanations of terms used for evaluation of Songs -25 Points:
a. Presentation: Candidates should look confident and prepared (5 Points).
b. Song Category and Pitch: Was it a Christian devotional song, was the song long enough? Notes should be sung according to the tune of the song (5 Points). 
c. Eye contact: Did the candidate look at the audience, Judges or was only looking down (5 points). 
d. Memory & Accuracy: Was the song memorized and presented with accuracy (5 Points). 
e. Quality of the song: How was the quality of song? Was it Clear and loud? Was it sounding melodious?
	
Elocution Competition (English & Malayalam)
a. Subject for elocution: “Sanctification by word of God and Prayer”  I Timothy 4:5
b. Maximum Time for elocution competitions: 5 Minutes
Elocution- Rules: 
i. Presentation of the speech can be in the English or Malayalam depending on the category chosen.
ii. Participants must present the topic assigned.
iii. Participants should speak about the given subject for a minimum of two minutes in order to be graded for the item.
iv. The Maximum time limit for the speech is five (5) minutes. 
v. Books or notes are NOT allowed to be  used by the participants
vi. Evaluation will be done based on:
1. Presentation
2. Content of the speech 
3. Eye contact 
4. Memorization
5. Quality of the speech. 
vii. Definitions of the evaluation criteria will be on the Grading sheet. It is also given below for information purposes. 
viii. Each evaluation criteria is worth a maximum of 5 points each. The total score is out of 25 points.


Explanations of terms used for evaluation of Elocution-25 Points:
a. Presentatation: Did the Candidate look prepared and confident? (5 Points). 
b. Content of the speech: Was the speech well written? Did the speech cover the topic well? Did it have an introduction, a main body and a conclusion/ message (5 points?)
c. Eye contact: Did the candidate look at the audience, Judges or was only looking down (5 points). 
d. Memorization: Was the Speech memorized properly? (5 Points).
e. Quality of the speech: Was the Speech delivered clearly and emphatically?
f. Did the speech finish in time? (5points)

 Quiz Competition: 
·   4 books for the Quiz (as suggested by our Metropolitan): Book of Ruth,
 I Timothy & Philemon from the Bible, and ‘a Devotional study of the Holy Qurbana by: H. G. Mathews Mar Barnabas (for unit level quiz, questions should be prepared at the parish level)
· Detailed guidelines are given in the attached file. Book of a Devotional study of the Holy Qurbana by: H. G. Mathews Mar Barnabas is also attached.
· Evaluation sheets will be sent later. 

Each unit will conduct Bible quiz under the supervision of MMVS secretary or selected coordinator. Each area will conduct quiz competition under the supervision of area coordinator. Finally, Quiz competition will be conducted at regional level and diocese level under the supervision of diocesan general secretary. It will be appreciated if the prizes (First and second) can be given at each level. 
Rules:-
1. Bible Quiz questions will be on the faith, traditions and sacraments of the Church including the Bible. 
           2. Each question will carry one point.
           3. There will be 20 Questions.
           4. The maximum time limit for Bible Quiz is 30 minutes
   Winners and Awards: 
   a. Awards will be distributed to 1st and 2nd Place winners.
          b.The 1st and 2nd place winners of the competitions will
             be announced at the end of the competitions by the MMVS Secretary.
Note: All questions or concerns regarding the application of rules shall be referred to the Diocese Secretary who will take care of the matter. 
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
